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General Safety Appendix - INGL HSE procedure

1. Terms and definitions

1.1. Working
All direct and indirect activities that the contractor must perform in accordance with the
contract.

1.2.  Start of work
Date of commencement of contract performance.

1.3.  The contractor's representative
The contractor's representative who is responsible on his behalf for the contractor's
employees and the execution of the work.

1.4. Company representative
Vice president of the Construction Department of the company or any other person appointed
on his behalf and/or appointed by the company in his place or in addition to him, in a notice
that shall be given to the Contractor, who shall serve as the Company’s Representative
regarding the execution of the Contract.

1.5. Hazard
A situation or obstacle that is expected to cause harm and/or damage to a person, a property
or the environment.

2. General

2.1.  The contractor undertakes to take all the necessary safety measures to carry out the
work, and to comply with all the provisions of the Work Safety Ordinance [new version]
-1970, the regulations established pursuant to it, the Labor Inspection Organization Law
-1954, and the regulations established pursuant to it, and every provision or other
requirement according to any law.

2.2.  The obligation for inspecting and enforcing the issue of occupational safety and health
of the contractor’s employees is solely on the contractor.

2.3.  The contractor or someone on his behalf shall keep a record of the location of all his
employees at all times.

2.4.  The company's representative may conduct audits of the contractor and his employees, in order

to verify that the contractor complies with his obligations as detailed in this safety appendix,
without such thing imposing any responsibilities on the company. The contractor undertakes
to act according to the instructions of the company representative/safety officer regarding the
treatment of defects found by him, as necessary.

3. Knowledge of work and its environment

The contractor declares that he visited the place of the performed work and its surroundings and
examined the ways of access to it, and is aware of the nature of the work, the risks involved in it and
the measures that must be taken for complying with the safety instructions.

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The contractor and/or the contractor's representative and/or employees on his behalf will not enter
places/facilities that have not been allowed to enter by the company representative/safety officer and
will not perform tasks that are not related to the performance of their work.

Training/certification of the contractor’s employees

4.1.

The contractor shall carry out the works exclusively through professional workers, with
appropriate training and high skill, who hold all the approvals and licenses required by any
law to perform their work. It is the contractor's responsibility to ensure that his workers are
medically fit, as required by any law, to perform their work.

In this rule, the contractor will ensure that employees using special medical equipment (such
as pacemakers, electronic or ferromagnetic devices and similar devices) will not be employed
near electrical installations that may cause interference with their normal operation, in
accordance with the provisions of any law.

The contractor will present, at the request of the company representative/safety officer, a list
of all employees, any license, certificate and any permit belonging to him or his employees.

The contractor will not carry out the works through workers who are not his employees except
with written permission from the company representative.

Safety training

Regarding Works at the INGL facilities - the contractor and/or the contractor's representative
undertakes to arrive at the site before the work begins, to receive safety training on the risks
in the premises where the work will be performed by his employees. This training will be
given by the company representative/safety officer and will be carried out at least once a year.

The contractor and/or the contractor's representative will sign the receiving of the safety
training from the company representative/safety officer.

The contractor will take care to guide his employees who perform work for the company (both
on the company's premises and outside the company's premises) and provide them with all the
information regarding the risks that exist in the premises where the workers will be employed,
as well as current instructions for the safe use, operation and maintenance of equipment,
material and work processes on site, in accordance to his duty according to the regulations of
the Labor Supervision Organization (provision of information and training of workers) -1999
and any other instruction or requirement according to any law.

The contractor shall make sure that each employee understands the risks and is sufficiently
knowledgeable about the training topics, according to his role and the risks to which he is
exposed. As part of this commitment, the contractor shall, among other things:

5.4.1. Deliver safety training to the employees by the contractor's representative before the

works are performed and at least once a year, in a language the employees understand.

5.4.2. Verify and declare that the training was delivered by a holder of any certification

required to provide training to employees.

5.4.3. To sign each one of the contractor’s employees who received training on a form

according to which he received safety training and understood the content of the training.
Copies of the forms will be forwarded to the company representative. - See ""Employee
Training Form™ - Appendix A.
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5.4.4. Deliver safety training to any new contractor employee who will be employed in the

execution of the works or to any contractor employee whose occupation or work station
has changed, and report the provision of such training to the company representative.

5.4.5. Deliver to the employees a summary of written information regarding the risks in the

5.5.

work in which the employees will be employed, as well as any written summary of
information provided to him by the company's representative regarding the risks in the
workplace, and ensure that the content of the aforementioned summary of information is
delivered to the employee in a language he understands, if he is not fluent in the
languages in which the summary was delivered.
An employee will not be employed at a workplace unless he has been given safety training
as detailed in the provisions of this section.

Every day before starting work, the contractor's representative will conduct a safety briefing
(TBM) for his employees on the work situations that directly affect the personal safety and
health of the employees and the control measures required to minimize the risks in the place
where the work of that day is to be performed and will document the execution of this
training. In addition, in cases of work being carried out on INGL's premises, a briefing will
also be given by the INGL Operations representative / Safety Officer.

6. Supply of Personal Protective Equipment (PPE), machines, materials and tools including

storage:

6.1.

The contractor undertakes to provide all his workers with work tools, personal protective
equipment and means of rescue in accordance with the safety regulations at work (such as:
work clothes, standard work shoes, boots, gloves of all kinds, luminous vest, hearing
protection, protective glasses, protective helmet, respiratory protection, protective equipment
for work at height, protective equipment for work in an enclosed place, including an air
monitoring device, etc.) that are suitable for the execution of the works and in accordance
with what is stipulated in the contract/specification and/or as requested by the company
representative. Working in an active gas facility requires the use of appropriate PPE,
including flame retardant and antistatic work clothes.

No work will be carried out without the personal protective equipment /tools /materials
/machines suitable for the type of work.

The contractor shall keep a stock of personal protective equipment as required for the
execution of the works. The contractor will not be provided with items of personal protective
equipment and/or work tools by the company. The contractor's use of the company's
equipment/work tools will be done only after receiving the company's express written consent.

The personal protective equipment, the equipment, the machines, the vehicles, the materials
and the work tools that he will provide to his employees will be in good condition, standard
and undergo periodic inspections as required in accordance with the manufacturer's
instructions, according to the accepted rules of the profession and as required by any law and
the circumstances of the work.

The contractor will ensure that the equipment, work tools, materials and waste are
concentrated in the place assigned for that purpose at the work site and placed in a manner
and in a place that will prevent any possible harm or damage to a person or property.
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The contractor will ensure that all mechanical-engineering equipment, vehicles, lifting
machines, lifting accessories, etc. are in good condition and have a valid inspection report
and/or insurance, a valid license as required by any law.

Every operator of mechanical-engineering equipment, operator of a lifting machine and
anyone who drives any other means of transport, will have the required certification and a
valid license as required by any law.

The contractor will supervise the suitability and suitability of the equipment throughout the
duration of the work, and will present the inspection certificates to the company representative.

Periodic tests for equipment - the contractor will manage a list of equipment, tools and
machines at the work sites, which must be periodically tested by a Qualified Inspector and/or
manufacturer's instruction and/or in accordance with the requirements of the law, the dates
of the tests and the validity of the tests performed for each item of equipment.

The company shall be entitled at any time to check the safety of the contractor's equipment
and/or oblige the contractor to show it any license, certificate and other permit of equipment,
machines, materials and tools used by him to perform the works.

Storage of materials, including hazardous materials, shall be done by the contractor and
under his responsibility, in coordination with the company representative, while ensuring the
separation of materials and appropriate signage, as required by any law and the instructions
of the company representative. It will not be approved to store materials, including
hazardous materials, equipment and machinery in the yard of a facility active gas.

7. Environmental - occupational tests and health registers

7.1.

The contractor is required for performing environmental-occupational tests for his
employees (hereinafter: "tests"), according to the terms and instructions of the Work Safety
Regulations (environmental monitoring and biological monitoring of workers for harmful
factors)- 2011 and/or Work Safety Regulations in connection with unique harmful factors
(hereinafter: "Hygiene Regulations™), in any place that undertakes to carry out tests
according to the Hygiene Regulations.

The contractor will present the results of the tests to the company representative upon receipt
and at any time according to the company representative's request and will act according to
the test results in accordance with the provisions of the Hygiene regulations, including
performing repeated tests and conducting medical tests for his employees if necessary.

In order to fulfill his obligation as stated above, the contractor can perform the tests through
the company or as part of an agreement the company has with a certified laboratory, at the
contractor's expense. For the avoidance of doubt, it will be clarified that this does not detract
from the contractor's responsibility for performing the tests.

The contractor undertakes to perform medical examinations for his employees at a certified
place (occupational clinic) and to keep health records of all his employees employed in works
for the company, in accordance with the provisions of the proofreading regulations. The
contractor undertakes to show the company representative/safety officer the health registers
before the start of the works and at any time according to the request of the company
representative.
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7.5.  The contractor will maintain a list of employees who may be exposed to harmful risk factors
and are required to undergo an occupational medical examination, including the date and
validity of the last examination.

7.6. The contractor and his employees will cooperate when carrying out occupational
environmental inspections that will be conducted at the site where they work.

8. Sale of goods

In cases of selling goods, the company does not perform tests and/or is responsible for the safety of
the items sold by it, the contractor is required to check their integrity.

9. Supply of goods
In cases of the supply of goods by the contractor to the company, the contractor shall supply goods
in accordance with and subject to the provisions of the Safety at Work Regulation - Sale and Rental
of Machines, Facilities and Equipment 2001 and subject to all laws.

10. Prerequisites for carrying out work in the fields of gas facilities and in projects under
construction:

without derogating from the provisions of the contract, the contractor shall appoint the key
personnel as follows:

10.1. Foreman

10.1.1. The contractor shall appoint a qualified and legally registered foreman in accordance
with the Safety at Work Regulations (construction works) -1988, who will be responsible
and fulfill the duties assigned to a Foreman according to any law, including in the field
of safety.

10.1.2. The Foreman shall be continuously present at the work site at all times during the
execution of the works, when all construction works will be carried out under his
direct and constant management. A Foreman will be appointed and act as stated, even
if the contractor is not the main contractor at the work site. This should not detract from
the responsibility of the Foreman to act in accordance with the provisions of the
aforementioned regulations.

10.1.3. To the extent that work will be performed at the same time in the stations/pipelines
outside the stations, the winner must hire an additional foreman at each site.

"'Site" for this purpose shall be considered any station and/or line outside the station.

10.2. Safety Officer

10.2.1. The main contractor will appoint (in addition to the Foreman who will be appointed in
accordance with the Safety Regulations at Work) a qualified Safety Officer who will be
present at the site and supervise during the execution of all works. The safety Officer will
be responsible for managing safety in relation to all work performed on the site, including
those performed by subcontractors or appointed contractors or any other party.

A. Minimal requirements for contractor’s Safety Officer:
1) A certified Safety Officer in accordance with what is stated in regulation 3 of the
regulations of the labor inspection organization (safety supervisors) -1996.

2) Has a valid certificate of competence from a Chief Labor Inspector (Occupational
Safety and Health Administration at the Ministry of Labor).
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3) Practical experience of at least 3 years in the construction/civil engineering and
infrastructure industry.

4) Qualified for branch training in the field of construction and engineering
construction at a recognized institution.

5) Authorized to prepare a Safety Management Plan according to regulation 4.(a)(1)
of the regulations of the Labor Inspection Organization (Safety Management
Plan), 2013

6) Knowledge and experience in Office applications (Word, Excel, Power Point and
Outlook).

B. Conditions for safety officer approval:
1) Receiving the candidate's CV.

2) Introductory meeting and coordination of expectations with a representative from
INGL.

3) The main contractor will employ a full-time Safety Officer.

4) Appointment of a main contractor's safety officer (after approval by the
Management and Inspection Company and INGL) in the Occupational Safety and
Health Administration (a registered copy of the appointment will be forwarded to
the Management and Inspection Company).

10.3. The contractor shall submit to the company representative / Safety Officer, before the start of
the works, a Safety Management Plan in accordance with and subject to the Regulations of
the Labor Inspection Organization (Safety Management Plan)- 2013, updated, prepared by a
safety officer authorized by law, valid and signed by the general manager of the contractor
(hereinafter: "Safety Management Plan™), the plan will be updated in accordance with the
work actually performed by the contractor..

10.4. In addition to the aforementioned Safety Management Plan (according to the INGL template
— will be given to the contractor at the time of the kick-off meeting before the start of the
project), the contractor will prepare, through the Safety Officer on his behalf, a Risk
Management Plan, which will include:

10.4.1. Detailed Work Plan:
v" Preparation and approval by the professional bodies on behalf of the contractor.
v Include a reference to the construction of an organization site.
v" The organization site plan describing the location of: buildings, equipment, piping,
and facilities that will be installed at the station.

10.4.2. The Risk Assessment will be a derivative of the work plan and will be prepared by the
contractor's safety officer (authorized to prepare a Safety Management Plan), in
collaboration and coordination with the Project Manager and the Foreman.

Itis the responsibility of the contractor to make sure that the Risk Management Plan is
implemented as required and to take the appropriate measures to ensure that everyone
following on his behalf follows its instructions.

Risk assessment conducted by the Contractor to be tested by operating
department and safety department for comments. During the works Operations Division representative will be present in the construction work
area to verify the absence of the presence of gas. The contractor's foreman responsibilities to make sure that are kept all work safety rules and
instructions to work in a gas environment. In case of failure to preserve all the rules of safety at work and mstructions for working around gas,
operating department representative may order the cessation of work and the evacuation area.

11.2. Contractor's Safety Officer

11.2.4. Will perform daily safety inspections and observations during the various activities and
will verify compliance with the requirements of the laws and regulations in safety, health
and environment, the risk management plan and safety procedures (INGL HSE) and will
document them. The safety officer on behalf of the contractor will document and follow
up to address all findings (hazards / risks).
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Will deliver a Weekly Safety Report (in INGL format - the form will be given to the
contractor at the kick-off meeting before the start of the project) that includes:
quantitative indicators, findings (hazards / risks) identified during the week.

Once a month, will submit a monthly safety report (in INGL format - will be given to the
contractor at the kick-off meeting before the start of the project), which contains the
following data: safety indicators, safety incidents, hazards/risks and the actions he took
to raise the level of safety and prevent risks in the works, as well as any additional report
required by the company on safety and correctness issues. The report, as stated above,
will be forwarded upon request to the company representative.

11.3. Safety Officer on behalf of the ""Management and Supervision Company"*:

In addition to his duties and according to the regulations of the Labor Inspection
Organization (Safety Officers),-1996, will act to carry out and implement the safety
requirements on behalf of the INGL company:

13.1. The contractor must start performing any new work (both on the company's sites and outside
of it), only after coordination (with regard to the nature of the activity, date, location of the
work, etc.) and receiving the approval of the company's representative.
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Any change in the work plan or performance of an activity that was not included in the pre-
approved work framework, requires updating and re-approval of the work risk management
plan in accordance with the change by INGL representatives.

company's representative, and to keep them clear of any obstacle, material or equipment.

The contractor undertakes to immediately clean up any spillage of material, food, etc. and to
immediately deal with any hazard found by him or the company's representative.

Vehicles will not be brought into the work sites except with the prior approval of the
company representative. The vehicles that will be brought in will not be placed near cranes
or other tools and will not block access roads or passageways or access to facilities,
elevators, etc.

The execution of the various works, at any stage, will not interfere with the normal operation
of the existing facility, and the contractor will refrain from any action that may harm the
normal operation of the facility.

The contractor must notify the company representative of any malfunction in any system and
stop work in this area until receiving instructions for the required treatment.

After the completion of the work by him, the contractor undertakes to remove temporary
buildings, equipment, facilities or waste of any kind and to leave the work site with all the
safety measures required by law and in accordance with the requirement of the company
representative/safety officer.

15. Fencing, signage, lighting and warning devices
The contractor undertakes to install, provide and maintain at his own expense: guarding, fencing,
appropriate lighting, warning signs, including flashing lights and other standard precautions and in
sufficient quantity for the safety of the work area, and for the safety and comfort of the public and
the workers, wherever this is necessary, or as required by A representative of the company, or as
may be required by law or by an instruction from some authorized authority.

If the contractor has not complied with the provisions of this section, the company shall be entitled
to make the aforementioned arrangements at the contractor's expense and deduct its expenses from
any amount due to the contractor from the company.

Electrical work will be performed by an electrician with an appropriate license according to
the "Electricity Law 1954" and its regulations.

Repair of electric tools and electrical equipment will be done by a qualified electrician.

The contractor undertakes that all hand-held vibrating work tools/electrical devices, and
electrical panels will be in good working order and meet all the requirements of the
"Electricity Law 1954" and its regulations, including the requirements regarding double
insulation in accordance with the Safety at Work (Electricity) Regulations - 1990.

Disconnecting the electric current, connecting/restoring the electric current, connecting to a
power source, disconnecting/connecting electrical appliances, will be done only with the
knowledge and approval of the company representative or the responsible maintenance
worker on site and after receiving the permit for disconnecting electricity (LOTO) — Permit
to Work for Electrical work (Lock out tag out - LOTO)

The contractor will make sure before starting the work, that the work environment in which
he intends to work, is dry and "clean™ of visible conductors.

Every vibrating work tool will be connected to a panel with a protective circuit breaker for
leakage current (depreciation circuit breaker) whether the panel is fixed or mobile.

In plumbing works, the contractor must maintain continuity of grounding by bridging.

The contractor must ensure that all his employees maintain safety distances from exposed
live conductors in accordance with the "Safety Regulations at Work (Work at Heights)-
2007" or in accordance with the Electricity Law.

If work is required at smaller distances than stated in section 17.8 above, the contractor must
ask from the Electric company to disconnect the conductors from the voltage sources. In this
case the work will be carried out under the constant supervision of the company
representative (working in the company's yards only).

In places where there is a fear of electrical cables being exposed and/or dangerous proximity
to live conductors, the contractor will not work except under the constant supervision of the

company's representative, who will be present at the site whenever the work is being carried
out (working in the company's yards only).

The presence of the company's representative, as stated above, does not detract from the
contractor's responsibility for the safety of the workers and the facilities, and he must take all
measures to meet the necessary safety conditions.

During the execution of the work, should the contractor come across an installation /
electrical cables or anything else, the contractor will stop the execution of the work and
report to the company representative, in order to receive instructions for the continuation of
the work. In this case, the company may perform the works or part of them on its own or by
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its attorney and the contractor will cooperate and will not make any financial demands in
connection with this.

Work or movement near power lines or on electrical room structures will be carried out in
such a way as to avoid dangerous proximity or excessive proximity to live conductors or
poles, including their equipment, foundations or anchors.

The surface of the ground will not be changed near the electricity poles, their foundations,
their anchors or under the electricity wires, unless this has been approved in writing by the
company.

The contractor will report to the company's representative about any Hazardous Materials
that is entered on the company's site for the purpose of obtaining written approval before
inserting them, as well as before carrying out actions on the site for which a Hazardous
Materials may be created.

The contractor undertakes to deliver to the company representative MSDS for the materials
in use, before the start of the work. The contractor will not enter Hazardous Materials on the
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company's sites and will not use it without approval from the Hazardous Materials
Coordinator on the site.

22.3. Treatment of hazardous materials or hazardous waste and/or evacuations from the company's
premises shall be carried out by the contractor according to any law, in accordance with the
company's procedures and the instructions of the company's representative/safety officer.

22.4. The transport vehicles of the hazardous materials / hazardous waste of their various types,
will have all the licenses and permits required by any law.

22.5. The removal of hazardous materials / hazardous waste of its various types will be to a
licensed site (if required by any law), and at the end of the removal the contractor must
present to the company representative the permits for removing the hazardous materials /
waste to the authorized site.

22.6. The contractor is prohibited from using any material that is prohibited by any law, such as:
asbestos.

23. Getting ready for a ""Hot Tie-In"'
23.1. Instructions for the preparation and readiness of the contractor to perform "Hot Tie-In" - See
Appendix C.

24. Work stoppage due to violation of safety instructions / regulations
24.1. Atawork site where serious safety deficiencies were found, the company representative
and/or the safety officer is authorized to immediately stop the performance of the work,
among others in the following cases:
24.1.1. In cases where it appears to the company representative / work safety officer that there
are serious safety deficiencies in the area and failure to immediately stop work on the
site may cause an accident.

24.1.2. There are serious safety hazards on the site and the contractor's representative or
someone on his behalf does not act immediately and appropriately to improve the safety
situation on the site.

24.1.3. Non-compliance with safety instructions or any instruction from this appendix

24.2. At the work site where the work was stopped, the work will be resumed only after the
situation has been corrected and a written report has been received from the contractor's
representative on the correction of the defects for which the work was stopped.

24.3. All the implications arising from the work stoppage as mentioned above, will apply to the
contractor.

24.4. Agreed compensations for non-compliance with safety conditions

24.4.1. The company will be entitled, at its professional discretion, to collect agreed
compensations from the contractor for non-compliance with safety conditions that will
be applied in the manner and according to the matrix in the document "Warning letter
and agreed compensation for non-compliance with safety conditions" — See Appendix
D.

25. Investigation and reporting of safety incidents
25.1. The contractor will report any case of an exceptional incident resulting in physical damage to
an employee and/or a third party and/or to property and/or an environmental damage and/or
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a case of "near miss" and/or "dangerous case" (hereinafter: "safety incident™) to the company
representative and the various authorities as required by any law.

In case of any bodily injury, the INGL Project Manager and Safety Officer must be
immediately informed by telephone.

Upon the end of the dangerous situation and no later than the end of the working day of the
occurrence of the incident, the contractor will report by ""Preliminary Report for an
Exceptional Event™ form (will be given to the contractor at the time of the kick-off meeting
before the start of the project).

Every safety incident will be investigated and reviewed by the contractor and/or parties on
his behalf to examine the direct, contributing and root causes, that led to the occurrence of
the event and for the purpose of lessons learned, conclusions and taking steps to prevent the
recurrence of similar cases in the future, in accordance with the "Safety, Health &
Environment Lessons Learned Event Form™ (will be given to the contractor at the time of
the kick-off meeting before the start of the project), which will be forwarded signed by the
Project manager on behalf of the contractor to the company representative / Safety Officer.

Any information to an external party regarding the course of the investigation, conclusions,
results, etc., will be transmitted exclusively by parties authorized by the company.

Without derogating from the above, to the extent that the company will independently
inspect the safety incident, the contractor will cooperate with the company as required for
the purpose of carrying out the inspection.

26. Providing first aid

Safety guidelines for work in the vicinity of underground infrastructures

Note: This is an unofficial translation of the Hebrew document issued by INGL and is presented for informative purpose
only! For any ambiguous and or professional terms, please refer to an official document from INGL or consult INGL Safety
officers directly.

As part of longitudinal pipelines construction, sometimes near the underground infrastructure of various
bodies, it is required to make prior arrangements from the owners of the various infrastructure to obtain
a written excavation permit. The Contractor is responsible for these actions, including taking safety
measures and identification to prevent any damage to the infrastructure of the INGL or a third party.
Before any excavation in the ground, the following actions are required:

The contractor will make full coordination with all the infrastructure bodies adjacent to the gas
line design and will verify the course of pipelines (gas, fuel, water, etc.), power lines,
communication lines (Bezeq, Hot, Cellcom, etc.) and any other nearby infrastructure.

In case works are to be conducted in the vicinity of existing INGL 'hot' Gas lines, Contractor
shall coordinate and receive excavation permit from INGL ROW manager prior to work
commence

The Contractor shall request and act to obtain written excavation permits from all the above
infrastructure owners and relevant bodies for this work. Do not carry out any field work before
obtaining these permits.

The contractor must present all the excavation permits and coordination approvals to the project
manager on behalf of the client (the management and supervision company) before the work
begins.

The management and supervision company will maintain a follow-up table for infrastructure
coordination.
Electronic detection will be performed during the coordination phase.

Marking of underground infrastructure, before the work begins, in accordance with electronic
detection / manual excavation and will be performed by a certified surveyor.

Locating infrastructure lines above ground (power lines and communications, etc.), marking and
determining height boundaries (safety distances).

An AQ infrastructure and superposition locating map will be prepared, which will be in nylon,
available on-site and be placed in an accessible area at all times.

The excavations planning will be carried out in accordance with the requirements of a
Foundation Engineer and / or a Soil Consultant.

The contractor will prepare an operational procedure for excavation and crossing of
infrastructure (including HD) that will meet the requirements of the infrastructure owner and the
planner and will be approved by them.

In the excavation in the vicinity of the liquid piping infrastructure, in addition, the contractor is
required to prepare a plan for the preparation of spilled treatment (means of blockage,
containment and collection / pumping).

2. Conditions for starting work:

Preparation of a work plan and Risk Assessment as a derivative of the work plan (prepared by a
certified Safety Officer on behalf of the contractor).

Obtaining approval from the management and supervision company and INGL.
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3) If, during the execution of the coordination, supervision of the time of the works is required by
the owner of any infrastructure, the contractor will coordinate the presence of a representative of
the infrastructure owner and will carry out the excavations in the presence of this representative
only.

4) The underground infrastructure will be marked with marking pegs that will be highlighted in the
field with a red ribbon on them (for the purpose of visibility) to prevent malfunctions in them.

3. Excavation Works
1) Commencement of work in the field with written approval (See Appendix 1 - Check list).

2) TOOL BOX every work day and at the beginning of each shift is mandatory for all personnel
and will be documented (See Appendix A - Training Form).

3) Any excavation in the vicinity of underground infrastructure will be carried out under the close
supervision of the activity leader on behalf of the contractor and a representative on behalf of the
management and supervision company, after ensuring compliance with all conditions.

4) The contractor will perform the work using proper equipment and materials and by skilled
personnel.

5) Contractor shall only employ certified heavy machinery operators, with a minimum of 5 years
proven experience. Each operator shall be issued with an internal certification document
(operator tag) by contractor, and shall carry it at all times.

6) All heavy machinery involved in the activity will be equipped with an emergency phone list.

7) The contractor will verify the location of the underground infrastructure by manual probing
excavation and / or by a pumping machine.

8) Excavation in INGL facilities will be manual excavation and / or by a pumping machine only.
Under certain conditions the company reserves the option to approve a mechanical excavation.

9) Excavations shall only be performed to the desired depth, according to approved plan. The
following safety distances shall be used as general rule unless otherwise specified:
¢ Manual excavation — Less than 1.5m of existing UG Infrastructure
e Mechanical excavation — More than 1.5m of existing UG Infrastructure
¢+ Under certain conditions at the discretion of the company / infrastructure owner, it will be
possible to consider changing the safety distances.

10) The use of heavy machinery and equipment is allowed only as per agreed in the Permit (in
writing) with Infrastructure Owner.

11) Mechanical excavation near underground Infrastructures shall be performed only using flat
("toothless™) bucket

12) All excavations work shall be performed in conformance to "Israel Safety at work regulations
(Construction works), 1988"

13) Exposed underground Infrastructure shall be mechanically protected (by means of sand bags or
tires) immediately following the exposure. It is the contractor's responsibility to ensure the
integrity of the protection up to the coverage stage.

14) Horizontal drilling — continuous monitoring of drill head shall be conducted in order to keep
optimal safety distance. Exit/Entrance pits walls shall be adequately supported, including a slope
rule for descent in accordance with the regulations.

15) Supports - Exposure of underground infrastructure requires support that is able to withstand the
weight of the infrastructure itself and the forces created through it, in accordance with the

and passers-by.

A. Stage A - Prerequisites
The contractor shall submit for the approval of the 2nd party inspection and INGL representatives
(Construction project manager, INGL O&M manager, Safety Department Manager) (Later referred
as 'INGL personnel’), a work plan procedure to the performance of the Hot — Tie in, the work plan
will include the following:

1) A list specifying the stages of the hot tie-in works and duration.

2) A list of equipment and tools, inter alia:

e Technical details and data of 'Pipe Cold Cut' equipment.

e List of equipment and tools for carrying out the activity, including an element to prevent dirt
from entering the pipe during work.

e Definition of all PPE equipment (clothing must be Fire Retardant)

e Arranging a safe access (scaffolding) to a gas valves, if necessary.

3) A list of employees who will participate in the process and their roles, including the presence at
site of an additional welder on standby.

4) Organigram Structure (list of key persons with their positions)

5) Risk Management Plan (Risk Assessment) - Shall be a derivative of the work plan and has
been prepared by the safety officer of the contractor certified as preparing a "Safety
Management Plan" in accordance with the regulations of the Labor Inspection Organization
(Safety Management Plan), »"ywni - 2012). The work plan will be prepared by the project
manager and the foreman on behalf of the contractor and will be approved by the project
manager on behalf of the 2nd party inspection company.

6) Lifting Plan.

Remark: A condition for the start of work is the approval of the work plan and the Risk
